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Macrolide-resistant Streptococcus pyogenes is an emerging problem with a great public health concern throughout the world. The current study was carried out in order to investigate the possible role of pet animals in the epidemiology of such pathogen. For this purpose, nasal or oral swabs were collected from 115 pets (40 dogs and 75 cats) with respiratory illness. The collected swabs were cultured for isolation and identification of S. pyogenes. Macrolide-resistant S. pyogenes strains were initially identified after antibiotic susceptibility testing of the all obtained S. pyogenes isolates, then the phenotypic and molecular identification were done using the double-disk test and the detection of macrolide resistance genes, respectively. Of the 115 examined pet animals, S. pyogenes was recovered from 11 (9.6 %), from which, the isolation rates among dogs and cats were 15 % and 6.7 %, respectively. Macrolide-resistant S. pyogenes was isolated from dogs and cats in the following rates 10 % and 5.3 %, respectively. All macrolide-resistant S. pyogenes strains were
assigned to cMLS resistance phenotype while all of them carried ermB gene only, except one strain from a cat possessed both ermB and ermTR genes. The phylogenetic analysis of 4 ermB gene sequences showed high genetic relatedness with those carried by bacteria isolated from human cases to underline the public health impact of such strains. Seriously, all macrolide-resistant S. pyogenes strains were resistant to penicillin. The emergence of penicillin-macrolide resistant S. pyogenes among pet animals underscores not only an emerging veterinary pathogen, but also an ongoing public health threat. Antibacterial medications are essential for treating these infections because they destroy the infected organism while
leaving your pet's healthy cells intact. Some antibiotics work by preventing bacteria from building cell walls, thereby stopping their ability to reproduce, while others work by starving the bacteria to prevent the infected organism from being able to turn glucose into energy. Here are the most-common antibiotics used in veterinary medicine to treat infections in dogs and cats and their uses. Penicillin has a limited spectrum of activity, and many types of bacteria have developed resistance to this drug. For these reasons, veterinarians typically prescribe penicillin when they are reasonably sure that it will be effective against a particular infection or in combination with other drugs. Store oral tablets and powders in a tightly sealed container at room temperature and away from bright light and moisture. Once the powder has been mixed with water, it should be refrigerated and disposed of after 14 days. Liquid penicillin for injection should be refrigerated. Some forms should be discarded after 24 hours if left at room temperature and after seven days if refrigerated.
Follow the storage directions provided on the label. Do not mix injectable forms of penicillin in the same syringe with other medications unless directed to do so by a veterinarian. Penicillin should generally not be given with other antibiotics that inhibit bacterial growth because penicillin works by killing bacteria that are actively growing. Penicillin is generally considered safe for use in dogs, cats, horses, livestock, and many exotic pets. It can cause a disruption of the normal bacterial population within the gut of some species, especially rodents. Guinea pigs should not be given penicillin because they are prone to developing a potentially fatal condition that is caused by overgrowth of harmful bacteria within the intestinal tract and release of the toxins they produce. There are a few different types of eye infections that could cause your canine companion to experience discomfort, redness or sensitivity to light. Below are 4 of the most common types of eye infections in dogs: Some of the eye conditions in dogs that are commonly assumed by pet owners to be infections
include glaucoma, tear duct problems or eye defects, dry eye, vitamin deficiency, exposure to or ingestion of toxins, tumors, cherry eye, or structural problems of the eye itself such as entropion. Basically it is possible to administer to dogs and cats also formulations of amoxicillin for human use, which turns out to be economically much more advantageous than veterinary drugs, but one must also know how to deal with Amoxicillin dose for dogs: the tablets are not equal, they do not contain the same quantities of active ingredient, which in animals must be strictly lower (also based on the weight of the pet). If you have this intention, ask your veterinarian. Inappropriate use of the product may increase the prevalence of Amoxicillin resistant bacteria. In animals with hepatic and renal insufficiency, the dosing regimen should be carefully evaluated. The use of the product must be based on sensitivity tests and must take into account local guidelines for the use of antimicrobials. Narrow-spectrum antibacterial therapy should be used as the first-line treatment, where
sensitivity testing suggests a likely efficacy of this approach. Studies conducted in laboratory animals have produced no evidence of teratogenic effects. Use only after evaluation of the risk / benefit ratio by the attending veterinary physician. The potential for cross allergic reactions with other penicillins should be considered. Penicillins can increase the effect of aminoglycosides. Caution is advised when used in small herbivores other than rabbits, guinea pigs, hamsters or gerbils. Too often veterinary clinics accept dogs after administration of drugs that were not recommended by veterinarians, in dosages that to say the least exaggerated and with molecules that in that particular case not only served no purpose, but were also harmful. So not only do you have to cure the original pathology, but also the damage caused by the administration of self-prescribed drugs. Amoxicillin and penicillin both belong to the class of antibiotics called penicillins and can both be used as antibiotics for dogs, but Amoxicillin features a broader spectrum of action. Your pet will only
prescribe penicillin when there is a certainty that it will be effective in eleminating the bacteria causing the condition in your dog. The way of penicillin administration is also different: unline amoxicillin that commonly comes in form of capsules or suspension, penicillin is injected intravenously, subcutaneously or in the muscle. It is fairly rare to prescribe penicillin for oral administration in veterinary.
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
